ASMS students Saxon 
Douglass and Finn Stokes 
became international IT 
champions at an IT 
Gifted Students camp 
held in Korea during the 
week July 28 to August 
1.  Saxon and Finn were 
the two students chosen 
to represent Australia at 
the Third International 
IT Gifted Youth Camp 
conducted by the Infor-
mation and Communica-
tions University held in 
Daejeon South Korea.  
Saxon and Finn were 
among 80 talented stu-
dents selected from 40 prestigious high schools 
from 8 different countries who attended the camp.  
 
A major part of the activities of the camp was for 
the students, who were divided into internationally 
mixed working teams, to complete 3 different 
challenge missions.  Each mission involved the high 
level application of the particular computer pro-
gramming skills that the students were introduced 
to during the camp.  
 
Saxon and Finn each became leaders of their own 
teams as they worked together over three days 
(and long nights) to complete their missions.  
After final presentation of the projects by each 
team on the Friday morning Saxonõs team was de-
clared the first prize winner for Mission 2 ð to pro-

gram a robot to navigate a 
maze in the most efficient 
and effective manner.  
Finnõs team was the first 
prize winner for Mission 3 ð 
to program an animated ro-
bot to dance choreographed 
to music in a creative way.
