One issue with Personal Learning Plans (PLP’s) is student engagement with reflection tasks. Writing tasks can be a challenge. The 

emphasis in this series of four workshops is on supporting students to develop PLP’s that are meaningful and relevant. Each 

workshop will focus on a specific digital tool, providing participants with the chance to explore the ideas presented and to have a 

basic introduction to the digital tool. The workshops will have a short overview of learning and technical issues. We will then move 

to practical activities and then a discussion of how the techniques may be applied in different classroom contexts. 

Friday 12 September ð Webcams with Thom Burns. This workshop guides teachers in the use of webcams to help students 

create content such as reflections on learning and personal plans. The workshop covers: Useful prompts for personal planning; 

Scripting reflective responses; Recording responses; Editing and publishing reflections. 

Friday 24 October ð Photostories with  Pauline Crawford. There are many ways for students to share their learning plans 

with others. Using photos, graphs and diagrams as well as graphic organisers will add power to their PLP’s. 

Friday 14 November ð Templates with Kevin Nelson. Students have a greater chance of achieving when teachers provide 

scaffolding to their learning. Providing students with digital templates for their PLP gives the students clear pathways to success. 

This workshop will examine the PLP templates used by the ASMS and other schools and then provide time and support for 

teachers to build templates for their own students. 

Monday 24 November ð Blogs with  Penny Collins. In this hands on workshop you will learn how easy it is to set up a blog 

as a PLP and enhance the blog with embedded calendars, timelines and RSS feeds to assist students to set learning goals, chart their 

progress and reflect on their learning.
